TITLE:   HEAD LICE        CODE:  FJ9
The psychological, social and economical impact of head lice infestations can create a problem in the community. Recognizing that a sizable number of cases exist from time to time, Miller's Run School will take the necessary measures to reduce the loss of instructional time for those students involved. The School will also teach and model proactive measures to prevent infestations.
1.   The school nurse shall provide in-service education for staff with emphasis on preventive measures that limit the likelihood of infestation with head lice.
2.   The school nurse will initiate educational programs about head lice and preventative measures for students as necessary.
3.   At the beginning of the school year, the school nurse will send home appropriate literature about head lice and preventative measures to parents. Parents will be encouraged to notify the school if they identify head lice on their children.
4.   Any staff member who suspects the presence of head lice shall report this immediately to their school nurse or building principal.
5.   When a student is identified by the school nurse or designee as having lice and/or nits the parents/guardian will be contacted as soon as possible. The parent will be told treatment options and may be referred to the primary care physician for additional information.
6.   The nurse or designee will review with the student proactive measures to prevent further infestation. All siblings and close contacts of the child within the school shall be examined and parents/guardians notified if lice and/or nits are found. Careful attention will be given to confidentiality.
7.  The parent/guardian will be asked to communicate with the nurse or designee regarding the treatment the child received.
8.   If the number of cases is considered to be an outbreak, appropriate administrative personnel may temporarily suspend activities conducive to close person-to-person contact as recommended by the school nurse.
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
